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INLEDNING

Adolf Fredrik Lindblad (1801-1878) var under forsta half-
ten av 1800-talet, vid sidan av Franz Berwald, den ledande
svenske tonséttaren av orkester- och kammarmusik. Tva sym-
fonier, dryga halvdussinet strékkvartetter och tre violinsona-
ter utgor tillsammans med operan Frondérerna den ena tyngd-
punkten i hans verk. Den andra utgdrs av hans stora séng-
produktion: Lindblad var i datidens 6gon framfor allt den be-
undrade sédngtonsittaren — man skulle kunna kalla honom en
svensk Schubert — vars sanger var mycket framforda.
Lindblads bakgrund och hans vig till symfonin skilde sig
markant frén flertalet av inhemska foregangare bland orkes-
termusiktonsédttare: medan t. ex. Eggert, Crusell, Du Puy och
Berwald alla varit verksamma som professionella orkester-
musiker — med erfarenhet av att spela 1 Kungl. hovkapellet i
Stockholm — var Lindblad snarare den begivade dilettanten
som tog steget dver till den professionella musikvérlden. Han
kom aldrig att spela professionellt i ndgon orkester.!
Uppvuxen omvixlande i Skdnninge, Norrkdping och Stock-
holm, kom den faderlése ynglingen att sdttas i handelsléra i
Hamburg vid 17 &rs &lder.? Resultatet av bestket blev en
omtumlande och, som det verkar, livsavgérande forsta kon-
takt med den tyska romantiken — litteraturen, filosofin och fram-
for allt ett méte med Beethovens musik. Nagra ar efter ater-
komsten till Sverige intréffade en annan avgdrande héndelse
for Lindblads karridrval: kontakten med den svenska litterdra
parnassen, formedlad av fastmon Sophie Kernell, hennes bror
Per Ulrik och dennes véin Per Daniel Amadeus Atterbom. Dessa
kontakter kom att leda till studier i Uppsala och Lindblads for-
sta mer systematiska musikstudier. Den gamle gustavianske
hovkapellméistaren Johann Christian Friedrich Haeffner (1759—
1833), sedermera director musices i Uppsala, blev hans men-
tor. En traditionell studie- och bildningsresa i Tyskland till-
sammans med uppsalaiternas musa Malla Silfverstolpe och his-
torikern, filosofen, poeten och (“amator”-)tonsittaren Erik
Gustav Geijer, avslutades med en flerarig studievistelse i Ber-
lin.> Hans ldrare i musikteori blev dér den legendariske Carl
Friedrich Zelter (1758—1832). Bland hans studiekamrater fanns
den unge Felix Mendelssohn, med vilken han kom att inleda

en vénskapsforbindelse som varade livet ut.

Nér den knappt trettiodrige Lindblad skrev sin forsta sym-
foni 1 C-dur hade det endast gétt tre ar sedan Beethoven avled.
Lindblad hade ganska nyligen kommit hem ifrén sin studie-
resa 1 Tyskland, han hade grundat sin musikskola i Stockholm
och han var dven verksam som musiklérare vid Nya elementar-
skolan.* Forsta symfonin uruppfordes vid en konsert i Riddar-
huset i Stockholm den 28 februari 1832.5 Det officiella erkén-
nandet av Lindblads prestation 14t inte vénta pa sig. Redan ett
forsta framforande av inledningssatsen hade lett till att Lind-
blad blivit invald i Kungl. Musikaliska akademien.® Symfo-
nin kom &ven att uppforas i Tyskland, vid en konsert av Gewand-
hausorkestern i Leipzig 1839, ddr Mendelssohn sjilv dirige-
rade.” Lindblads intrdde pa den internationella arenan vickte
forhoppningar i Sverige. Vannen Almqvist skrev redan fore
konserten (15 november 1838): ”Knappt gldder mig ndgonting
s& mycket och sa uppriktigt som att du blir odddlig, att din musik
blir kind och dlskad i Tyskland och sedermera i hela vérlden.”

Efter framgéngen med den forsta symfonin gick Lindblad
over till att utveckla ett operaprojekt. Resultatet blev operan
Frondorerna. Darmed intridde — som det skulle visa sig — ett
langt uppehéll i hans produktion av orkestermusik. Det kom
att ga hela 23 ar innan Lindblad presenterade nista symfo-
niska verk: den andra symfonin, i D-dur.

*

Sin andra symfoni tycks Lindblad ha komponerat forst nir han
var 1 femtioarsédldern. Han var fortfarande bosatt i Stockholm
och skulle bo kvar dér fram till 1861, men han tycks ha borjat
forbereda sig p4 att dra sig tillbaka frdn musikaktiviteterna i
huvudstaden och bodde tidvis pa sin 1846 inkopta lantegen-
dom Loéfvingsborg utanfor Linkoping.® Svallvagorna efter den
1845 uppkomna striden om hans sanger hade lagt sig,'”och
Svenska akademien hade 1852 tilldelat honom sin stora guld-
medalj. Lindblad var hela tiden verksam med att skriva nya
sanger, vilka komuti en rad sdnghéften. Det &r fr. a. fjdrde, femte
och sjétte hdftena som innehaller sénger fran 1850-talet."

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Det tycks ha varit hovkapellméstaren Jacopo Foroni (1825—
1858) som 6vertygat Lindblad om att pa nytt forsoka sig pa att
skriva en symfoni.'? Partituren 4r inte daterade och nagra de-
taljer om tillkomstprocessen ar inte kinda.

Symfonin uruppfordes 6 maj 1855 av hovkapellet under Foro-
nis ledning pa en konsert till forman for orkesterns pensions-
kassa. Programmet inneholl &ven Beethovens nionde symfoni.'3

Recensionen i Stockholms Dagblad ar respektfullt kortfattad.
”Till en borjan gavs en ny sinfonie (D-dur) af Sveriges for-
némste tonséttare hr A.F. Lindblad. Den &r héllen uti en klas-
sisk ren och ddel stil och dr arbetad med en sirdeles omsorg
och smak.”"* Ddrefter gér recensenten over till att berémma
Foronis och hovkapellets insats. Den anonyme recensenten i
Aftonbladet borjar med att utvardera konserten i sin helhet:
”Denna konstforeteelse innebar en flerfaldigt mérklig bety-
delse: den bringade fortjenstfullt nytt af inhemskt arbete...”.
Samtidigt tvingas han konstatera att allménhetens intresse ver-
kar ha varit begrdnsat: ”...ett auditorium, mera valdt 4n méang-
taligt”. Dérpa positionsbestimmer recensenten symfonin i det
symfoniska landskapet — historiskt, estetiskt och tekniskt:
”Symfonigenren &r, helst i Tyskland, tonséttarnes experiment-
falt. Otaliga flitiga hinder bygga pa dessa tonmassor, och ingen
vill blifva efter Beethoven, ingen dn, som ej beundrar sitt Ba-
belstorn, sedan det kommit till stdnd. Midt ibland forbistringen
upptécker man en tonbyggnad i enkel stil, af rena proportioner
men med egna osdkta ornamenter; och dfven utan kontrast-
effekten [gentemot den moderna orkestermusiken] skulle hr
Lindblads symfoni frambringa en ganska fordelaktig verkan.
Stilen i denna symfoni ndrmar sig den Mozartska, utan att upp-
finningen forrdder reminiscenser, och den friska naiva tonen,
uppburen af en fin och smakfull instrumentation, ar 6fverallt
lyckligt fasthallen.” Recensenten &r, som det framgér, inte ode-
lat positiv till Lindblad som instrumentalkompositér: ”Den
sanning och naturlighet, som rada i detta verk, aterfinna vi ej i
alla forfattarens arbeten, men man hinner ej mésterskapet i
symfonien och qvartetten utan att forut hafva passerat de
afvigar hvar pa konstgebietet dr sd rikt. Symfonien vann en
afgjord framgéng, och sékert 6nskar mangen dess snara ater-
upptagande.”!

Symfonin kom att framforas ytterligare ett par ganger under
de ndrmaste aren, 1856 och 1858.1° T maj 1858 ger tonsattaren,

dirigenten och den f.d. Lindbladeleven Ludvig Norman i ett
brev till den tyske forldggaren och tidningsutgivaren Bartholf
Senff ndgra glimtar frdn den gangna Stockholmssdsongen.
Norman bérjar sammanfattningen med uppférandet av Lind-
bladsymfonin: ”Eine neue Sinfonie (D dur) von Lindblad ist
hier zur Auffithrung gekommen. Wie in den iibrigen Instru-
mentalkompositionen dieses Componisten, so ist auch diese
Sinfonie im classischen Style geschrieben, und ein Einfluss
einer nach-Beethovenschen Zeit darin nicht zu erkennen.”’
Man fér hér intrycket att Norman anser att stilen i Lindblads
symfoni dr dlderdomlig.

Lindblad kom att omarbeta sin symfoni (se vidare avsnittet
nedan om kéllorna). Nar detta skedde ar inte bekant, men i en
blyertsanteckning i orkestermaterialet till den forsta versionen
(Vla-stdmman nr 1, kélla F) finns foljande anteckning: ”Gifven
1. gang d. 6 Maj 1855, och blef emottagen med mycket bifall
/ 2. gang d. 8 d° 1858, pa Randels Concert” (okdnd hand).
Detta tyder pa att sa sent som 1858 spelades fortfarande den
forsta versionen.'® Négra ytterligare framforanden av symfo-
nin under tonsittarens livstid &r inte kinda men kan inte ute-
slutas."

Den andra symfonin kom att framforas vid den minneskonsert
Ludvig Norman i egenskap av hovkapellmistare anordnade
efter Lindblads dod, pa dennes fodelsedag den 1 februari
1879.2° Symfonin var huvudnumret i ett for Gvrigt helt svenskt
program. Konserten blev tydligen ingen framgéang. Norman
berittar dirom i ett brev till J. A. Josephson (24 februari 1879):

”Mesta klandret drabbade valet af Sinfonie; ja Friesen sade till
mig att det var att *hdda’ Lindblads minne att pa hans fodelsedag
gifva hans svagaste verk. Du kénner mina asigter om L. som
instrumentalkomponist i allmédnhet, men jag gar alldeles icke in
pa att Ddur Sinfonien &r ett svagt arbete, framforallt icke att det
ar hans svagaste arbete 1 den rigtningen. Jag finner tvértom att
andantesatsen 6fvertraffar det mesta hvad han i denna vég fram-
stdllt, ja jag finner detta stycke verkligen utmérkt och sirdeles
ansldende, trots lingden. Afven Finalen #r grazids och piquant.
Att det 6friga kan vara mindre framstaende beror kanske till slut,
liksom mycket annat, pa tycke och smak.”!

Tiden tycktes ha gatt ifran Lindblad. Publiken hade inte hyllat
den nyligen avlidne tonséttarens symfoni: ”Publiken var emel-
lertid mycket njugg pa bifall, ja, det kéndes néstan som den
alls icke latsades om den vdlmenta hyllning, som tillimnats.”?

Kritikern Adolf Lindgren anség (Aftonbladet 3 februari 1879)
att bland svenska symfoniker savil Norman, Berwald, Joseph-
son som Brendler vore att foredra, och han skrev: ”Ma Lind-
blad representeras genom sina fortréffliga sanger och sang-
cyklar, men icke genom symfonier, &tminstone genom en hel
sadan — hvaremot enskilda satser, sdsom andantet ur den nu i
fraga varande, gerna mi fortjenas att riddas ur glémskan.”?

Symfonin uppférdes dven vid 100-arsjubileet av Lindblads
fodelse den 2 februari 1901. Hovkapellet spelade under led-
ning av hovkapellméistaren Richard Henneberg.?*

Killmaterialet

Lindblads andra symfoni finns bevarad i tvd olika partitur-
versioner. Den ena utgar fran killa A (sats I) och B (satserna
II-IV) och den andra frén kélla C, bada i Lindblads autograf.
(For en fullstéindig redovisning av kéllorna, se avsnittet Critical
Commentary). Ingen av kéllorna har nédgon datering, och det
har inte heller gatt att tidsbestimma dem utifrén papperstyp
eller piktur, men av vissa raderingar i kélla C kan man sluta
sig till att denna representerar en senare version.?® Troligt dr
att Lindblad efter uruppforandet beslutat sig for att revidera
den infSr ett kommande framférande, men exakt hur det gatt
till eller till vilket framfoérande revisionen gjordes har inte gétt
att faststélla (jfr ovan). Symfonin foreligger &ven i en autograf
version for fyra hénder, baserad pa den omarbetade partitur-
versionen (kélla D). Det bevarade orkestermaterialet i Kungl.
teaterns arkiv (i Statens musikbibliotek, killa G) bygger pé
den senare versionen. Aven de kompletterande stimmorna frin
hundraérsjubileet 1901 ansluter till den senare versionen, som
far anses som den definitiva. Det &r sdledes denna version som
hér utges.

De bada versionerna ér till det yttre lika; de innehéller samma
satser, som dock till vissa delar har omarbetats. Négra princi-
piella skillnader i instrumentation, orkestrering eller satsteknik
finns det inte mellan de béda versionerna.?® Sats II 4r lika ling
ibada versionerna och satsen &r bara i liten utstrickning omar-
betad. Aven scherzot 4r i stort sett lika 1angt i de bada versio-
nerna, men hér dr fordndringarna stérre mellan dem, bade i
form av melodiska fordndringar (mest framtrddande i huvud-
temats modifiering i savil A-delen, se faks. s. xvi, som triode-
len) och forindringar i orkestrering och satsteknik. An mer
genomgripande omarbetningar finns i sats [ och I'V:

Forsta satsens langsamma inledning ar nagot komprimerad
(fran 36 till 24 takter; se faks. s. xv).?” I expositionen och éter-
tagningen dr huvudtemadelen (t. 25-112 resp. 359-394) och
den avslutande delen (t. 145-194 resp. 427-476) nistan iden-
tiska i bada versionerna, medan sidotemadelen (t. 113—144)
genomgatt en mer 6vergripande omarbetning. Genomforingen
dr den satsdel som dr mest fordndrad: de inledande (t. 195—
206) resp. avslutande takterna (t. 351-358) &r néstan identiska
1 bada versionerna, men genomforingen i 6vrigt (t. 207-350)
ar helt ny och utbyggd i den senare versionen. Codan (t. 477—
587) borjar (t. 477-540) och slutar (t. 577-587) s& gott som
identiskt 1 bada versionerna, men ddremellan har Lindblad i
den senare versionen inskjutit ett helt nytt avsnitt.

Aven i finalen #r exposition och atertagning (t. 1-150, resp.
331-476) tamligen lika i de bada versionerna, med smérre
modifieringar i melodik, sats och orkestrering; helt omarbe-
tade dr bara de avslutande delarna (t. 118—150 resp. 447-476).
Liksom i forsta satsen dr genomforingen helt ny, hir dven de
inledande (se faks. s. xvii) och avslutande partierna. Aven codan
(t. 477-537) drny. Bl a. har Lindblad tagit bort de tva adagio-
takterna, som var inlagda precis fore slutet i den forsta versio-
nen (se faks. s. xviii).

Skillnaderna mellan de bada versionerna &r sd omfattande
att det inte varit mojligt att inom ramen for denna utgava ge en
komplett notbild med alla avvikelser. Faksimilerna s. xv—xviii
ger dock en uppfattning om omarbetningarna.

Det bevarade stimmaterialet (kdlla F resp. G) ger mojlighet
att bedéma orkesterns storlek vid respektive framforanden.
Medan blasarstimmorna antagligen hela tiden varit enkel-
besatta finns en tydlig fordndring i strékbeséttningens storlek:

Kélla F, som baserar sig pé den forsta versionen, bestér av 2,
3, 2 och 3 stdimbocker (en forstaviolinstimma har troligen for-
kommit), d.v.s. orkestern bestod formodligen av 6 forstavioli-
ner, 6 andravioliner, 4 violor, 4 violonceller och 2 kontrabasar.?

Killa G, stimmorna frén den andra versionen, antyder en
nagot storre strdkbesittning, med 4, 3, 3 och 4 stdmbdcker,
d.v.s. antagligen 8 forstavioliner, 6 andravioliner, 6 violor, 4
violonceller och 3—4 kontrabasar.

Dessutom foreligger ytterligare négra strdkstdimmor gjorda
till minneskonserten 1901, vid vilken orkestern antagligen
bestod av 12 forstavioliner, 12 andravioliner, 8 violor, 6
violonceller och 5-6 kontrabasar.

Generella kommentarer till editionen

Genomgdende principer

Lindblads piktur &r prydlig och lattlast men huvudkéllan for
denna edition, kdlla C, har ibland visat sig vara ofullstdndig
betriffande nyanser, foredragsbeteckningar etc. Svérigheterna
har emellertid inte varit storre &n att det varit mdojligt att analogi-
komplettera, antingen fran omkringliggande instrument/
instrumentgrupper eller fran parallellstillen. I ménga fall har
den éldre versionen (kélla A-B) visat sig vara mer noggrant
utskriven, varfor beteckningar i gemensamma partier kunnat
hamtas ddrifrdn. Alla dylika kompletteringar har typografiskt
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differentierats och vid behov d4ven omnadmnts i Critical
Commentary.

Ett aterkommande skrivsétt hos Lindblad &r att placera dy-
namisk angivelse mitt i takten, varvid det &r svart att avgora
exakt vid vilken not den avses boérja. Har har jamforelser mel-
lan parallellstillen ibland kunnat ge klarhet, men ofta har utgi-
varen fétt géra en samlad bedémning som i svarare fall redo-
visas i Critical Commentary.

I samtliga kéllor dr bdgarnas utformning ofta oprecis och/
eller inkonsekvent. Ett forsok till fortydligande och standardi-
sering har varit nédvindigt, men ibland finns flera likvardiga
tolkningsmdjligheter, t.o.m. nér det géller artikulationen av
framtridande teman. I Critical Commentary har alternativa
tolkningar presenterats.

Ett for Lindblad sdreget sitt att sitta ut fraseringsbégar i
dubbel uppsittning, t. ex. forsta satsen, t. 12-13,V1. I och

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INTRODUCTION

Adolf Fredrik Lindblad (1801-1878) was the leading Swed-
ish composer of orchestral and chamber music during the first
half of the nineteenth century, apart from Franz Berwald. Two
symphonies, more than half a dozen string quartets and three
violin sonatas, together with the opera Fronddérerna (“The
Frondeurs™), make up one side of his oeuvre. The other consists
of his extensive production of art songs. Lindblad was in the
eyes of his contemporaries above all the admired composer of
songs—one could call him a Swedish Schubert—whose songs
were quite frequently performed.

Lindblad’s background and his route to the symphony
differed considerably from most of his Swedish predecessors
among composers of orchestral music. While for example
Eggert, Crusell, Du Puy and Berwald had all been active as
professional orchestral musicians—with experience in playing
in the Royal Opera Orchestra in Stockholm—, Lindblad was
rather the talented amateur who crossed over to the professional
world of music. He was never to play professionally in any
orchestra.'

Having grown up in Ské&nninge and Norrk6ping as well as
Stockholm, the fatherless youth was sent to study commerce
in Hamburg at the age of 17.2 The result of his stay was a
dizzying and, as it seems, decisively important first contact
with German Romanticism—the literature, the philosophy and
above all an encounter with Beethoven’s music. A few years
after his return to Sweden there occurred another decisive event
for Lindblad’s choice of career: his contact with the Swedish
literary Helicon, brought about by his fiancée Sophie Kernell,
her brother Per Ulrik and the latter’s friend Per Daniel Amadeus
Atterbom. These contacts led to studies in Uppsala and
Lindblad’s first serious musical studies. The old Gustavian
conductor Johann Christian Friedrich Haeftner (1759-1833),
later on appointed musical director at Uppsala University,
became his mentor. A traditional study and education tour
through Germany together with the muse of the Uppsala Circle,
Malla Silfverstolpe, and the historian, philosopher, poet and
(“amateur”) composer Erik Gustav Geijer, was rounded off
with a study sojourn of several years in Berlin.> His teacher in
music theory there was the legendary Carl Friedrich Zelter

(1758-1832). Among his fellow students was the young Felix
Mendelssohn, whose friend he became and remained for the
rest of his life.

When Lindblad, not quite thirty years old, wrote his first
symphony in C major, only three years had elapsed since the
death of Beethoven. Lindblad had recently returned from his
study journey in Germany, he had established a music school
in Stockholm and he was also active as a music teacher at the
New Elementary School.* The First Symphony was given its
premiere at a concert at the House of the Nobility in Stock-
holm on 28 February 1832.5 The official recognition of Lind-
blad’s achievement was not long in coming. Already a first
performance of the first movement had led to Lindblad being
elected to the Royal Swedish Academy of Music.® The sym-
phony was also performed in Germany at a concert by the
Gewandhaus Orchestra in Leipzig in 1839, with Mendelssohn
himself conducting.” Lindblad’s entry into the international
arena aroused expectations in Sweden. His friend Almqvist
wrote before the concert (15 November 1838): “Hardly any-
thing gives me so much and such true joy as the fact that you
will become immortal, and that your music will come to be
known and loved in Germany and eventually throughout the
whole world.”®

After his success with the First Symphony Lindblad turned
to the development of an opera project. The result was the opera
The Frondeurs. After that he entered upon what turned out to
be a long interruption in his production of orchestral music.
All of 23 years would elapse before Lindblad presented his
next symphonic work: the Second Symphony in D major.

It seems that Lindblad did not compose his Second Symphony
until he was in his fifties. He still resided in Stockholm and
would remain there until 1861, but he seems to have started
preparing to retire from his musical activities in the capital
and lived for long periods on the estate that he had purchased
in 1846 at Lofvingsborg, just outside of Linkoping.® The
repercussions of the dispute concerning his songs that arose in

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1845 had died down,'’and in 1852 the Swedish Academy of
Letters had awarded him its prestigious gold medal. Lindblad
was the whole time active in writing new songs, which were
published in a number of song collections. The fourth, fifth
and sixth collections, above all, contain songs from the 1850s.!!
It seems to have been the conductor Jacopo Foroni (1825-
1858) who convinced Lindblad that he should once again
attempt to write a symphony.'? The scores are not dated and
no details concerning its process of composition are known.
The symphony was given its premiere on 6 May 1855 by the
Royal Opera House Orchestra under the direction of Foroni at
a concert for the benefit of the orchestra’s pension fund. The
program also included Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony.'?

The review in Stockholms Dagblad is respectful but brief. “To
begin with, a new symphony (D major) by Sweden’s foremost
composer, Herr A.F. Lindblad was given. It is in a classical,
pure and noble style and was wrought with special care and
taste.”'* After that the critic goes on to praise the efforts of
Foroni and the Royal Opera House Orchestra. The anonymous
reviewer in Aftonbladet starts out by evaluating the concert as
a whole: “This artistic phenomenon involved a manifold
striking significance: it brought a meritorious new Swedish
work...”. At the same time he is compelled to call attention to
the fact that interest on the part of the general public seems to
have been limited: “...an auditorium, more select than nu-
merous”. Next the reviewer determines the position of the sym-
phony in the symphonic landscape—historically, aesthetically
and technically: “The genre of the symphony is, especially in
Germany, the composers’ experimental field. Countless diligent
hands are building these masses of tones, and no one wants to
do less well than Beethoven; there is no one yet who does not
admire his Tower of Babel when it is finished. Amidst this
confusion one discovers a tonal structure in a simple style, of
pure proportions but with its own natural ornaments; and even
without the contrast effect [in relation to the modern orchestral
music] Herr Lindblad’s symphony would produce quite a
positive impression. The style of this symphony approaches
that of Mozart, without the invention betraying reminiscences;
and the fresh, naive tone, supported by subtle and tasteful in-
strumentation, is everywhere successfully sustained.” As is
evident, the critic is not entirely positive to Lindblad as an

instrumental composer: “The truth and naturalness that prevail
in this work are not to be found in all of the composer’s works,
but one does not attain mastery in the symphony and the quartet
without first taking all the wrong roads, of which the artistic
genre has so many. The symphony was definitely a success,
and there are undoubtedly many who hope that it will be taken
up again soon.”"?

The symphony was performed another couple of times over
the next few years, in 1856 and 1858.' In May 1858 the com-
poser, conductor and former student of Lindblad, Ludvig Nor-
man, in a letter to the German newspaper publisher Bartholf
Senff offers some glimpses from the past concert season in
Stockholm. Norman begins his summary with the performance
of Lindblad’s symphony: “Eine neue Sinfonie (D dur) von Lind-
blad ist hier zur Auffiihrung gekommen. Wie in den tibrigen
Instrumentalkompositionen dieses Componisten, so ist auch
diese Sinfonie im classischen Style geschrieben, und ein
Einfluss einer nach-Beethovenschen Zeit darin nicht zu er-
kennen.”"” One gets the impression here that Norman thinks
the style of Lindblad’s symphony is old-fashioned.

Lindblad would later revise his symphony (see the section
on Sources below). It is not known when he did this, but in the
Viola part (no. 1, source F) there is the following, pencilled
note: “Performed the 1sttime on 6 May 1855, and was received
with much applause / the 2nd time on 8 ditto 1858 at Randel’s
Concert” (handwriting unknown). Evidently, the first version
was being performed as late as 1858.'8 It is not known whether
there were further performances of the symphony during the
composer’s lifetime, but it cannot be ruled out."

The Second Symphony was performed at the memorial con-
cert that Ludvig Norman, in his capacity as conductor of the
Royal Opera House Orchestra, organized after Lindblad’s
death, on his birthday 1 February 1879.2° The symphony was
the main feature in the otherwise entirely Swedish program.
The concert was evidently not a success. Norman tells about
this in a letter to J.A. Josephson (24 February 1879):

”Most of the blame fell upon the choice of symphony; indeed,
Friesen told me that it was a “sacrilege” to Lindblad’s memory
to have his weakest work performed on his birthday. You know
my opinion of L. as an instrumental composer in general, but I

do not at all agree that the D-major symphony is a poor work,
above all I do not believe that it is his weakest work in that field.
On the contrary, I find that the Andante movement is superior to
most of what he produced in this genre; actually, I consider that
piece really excellent and particularly impressive, despite its
length. The Finale, too, is graceful and piquant. That the rest
might be less outstanding is perhaps in the end due, like much
else, to differences in taste.”?!

Time seemed to have passed Lindblad by. The audience had
not given an ovation for the recently deceased composer’s
symphony: “The audience, however, was very sparing in its
applause; indeed, one almost felt as if it did not want to
acknowledge the well-intentioned homage that was given.”?
The critic Adolf Lindgren was of the opinion (Aftonbladet 3
February 1879) that among Swedish symphonists Norman,
Berwald, Josephson as well as Brendler were to be preferred,
and he wrote: “Lindblad might well be represented by his ex-
cellent songs and song cycles, but not by symphonies, at least
not by an entire one—on the other hand, individual movements
like the Andante from the symphony now in question deserve
indeed to be salvaged from oblivion.”?

The symphony was also performed at the 100" anniversary
of Lindblad’s birth on 2 February 1901. The Royal Opera House
Orchestra played under the direction of its conductor, Richard
Henneberg.?*

The Sources

Lindblad’s Second Symphony is preserved in two different
score versions. One is based on source A (movement I) and B
(movements II-IV), and the other on source C, both in
Lindblad’s autograph. (For a complete account of the sources
see the Critical Commentary). None of the sources bears any
dates, nor has it been possible to ascertain the dates through
the type of paper or handwriting; but from certain erasures in
source C one can conclude that this represents a later version.?
It is probable that after the premiere Lindblad decided to revise
the work for a coming performance, but it has not been possible
to determine exactly how this was done or for which perform-
ance the revision was intended (cf. above). There is also an
autograph version of the symphony for piano four hands, based
on the revised score version (source D). The extant orchestral
material in the Royal Opera Archives (in the Music Library of
Sweden, source G) is based on the later version. The additional
parts from the centennial jubilee of 1901 follow the later ver-
sion, which must be considered the definitive one. It is thus
this version that is published here.

The two versions are outwardly similar; they contain the same
movements, certain parts of which have, however, been re-
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worked. There are no fundamental differences in instrumenta-
tion, orchestration or compositional technique between the two
versions.” Movement II is equally long in both versions and
the movement is only slightly reworked. The Scherzo, too, is
almost the same length in both, but here the changes are more
extensive between the two versions, both in the form of melodic
changes (most conspicuous in the modification of the main
theme in the A section, see facs. p. xvi, as well as in the trio)
and changes in orchestration and compositional technique.
There are even more thoroughgoing revisions in movements I
and I'V:

The slow introduction of the first movement is somewhat
compressed (from 36 to 24 measures; see facs. p. xv).? In the
exposition and the recapitulation the main theme section (mm.
25-112 and mm. 359-394, respectively) and the concluding
section (mm. 145-194 and mm. 427-476, respectively) are
almost identical in both versions, while the subsidiary theme
section (mm. 113—-144) has undergone a more comprehensive
revision. The development is the section that has been changed
the most: the first measures (195-206) and the concluding
measures (351-358) are nearly identical in both versions, but
the rest of the development (mm. 207-350) is entirely new
and extended in the later version. The coda (mm. 477-587)
starts out (mm. 477-540) and ends (mm. 577-587) almost
identically in both versions, but in between Lindblad has
interposed a completely new section in the later version.

In the Finale, too, the exposition and the recapitulation (mm.
1-150 and 331-476, respectively) are quite similar in both
versions, with slight modifications in melodies, texture and
orchestration; the only parts that are radically reworked are
the concluding sections (mm. 118-150 and 447-476, respect-
ively). As in the first movement, the development section is
entirely new, the introductory (see facs. p. xvii) and concluding
parts here as well. Even the coda (mm. 477-537) is new. Among
other changes, Lindblad has deleted the two adagio measures
that were placed just before the end in the first version (see
facs. p. xviii).

The differences between the two versions are so extensive
that it has not been possible within the scope of this edition to
give a complete notational picture with all the deviations. The
facsimiles on pp. xv—xviii should suffice, however, to give an
idea of how comprehensive the revisions are.

The orchestral parts that have been preserved (sources F and
G) afford the possibility of judging the size of the orchestra at
each respective performance. While the parts for the wind
instruments have probably been intended the whole time for
one player to a part, there is a definite change in the number of
players to a part that the string instruments have:

Source F, which is based on the first version, consists of 2, 3,
2, and 3 part-books (one first violin part has most likely been

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lost), i.e. the orchestra probably consisted of 6 first violins, 6
second violins, 4 violas, 4 cellos, and 2 double basses.?

Source G, the parts from the second version, indicates a some-
what larger number of string players, with 4, 3, 3, and 4 part-
books, i.e. probably 8 first violins, 6 second violins, 6 violas, 4
cellos, and 3—4 double basses.

In addition, there are a few further string parts written for
the memorial concert of 1901, at which the orchestra probably
consisted of 12 first violins, 12 second violins, 8 violas, 6 cellos,
and 5-6 double basses.

General Comments on the Edition

Basic Principles

Lindblad’s handwriting is neat and very legible, but the main
source for this edition, source C, has sometimes been found to
be incomplete regarding dynamics, tempo markings, etc. In
spite of these difficulties, however, it has been possible to supp-
lement by analogy, either from instruments/instrument groups
in close proximity or from parallel passages. In many cases
the older version (sources A—B) has proved to be more precisely
written out, and therefore the markings in the overlapping
sections could be taken from there. All such supplementary
markings have been differentiated typographically and where
necessary also mentioned in the Critical Commentary.

A recurrent manner of writing of Lindblad’s is to place the
dynamic marking in the middle of the measure, making it
difficult to ascertain exactly at which note it was meant to begin.
Here comparisons between parallel passages could sometimes
shed some light, but often the editor has had to make a general
judgment that in difficult cases is accounted for in the Critical
Commentary.

The indication a due (or a 2) in the strings has been replaced
by divisi. The marking dol. has been written out (dolce).

In source C the clarinets and the bassoons are notated in pairs
on the same stave, and here slurs, ties and markings are often
found only as a single set. In uncontroversial cases, when the
primo and secondo parts run homophonically, the markings
have been considered to apply to both parts, and where
necessary they have been tacitly doubled. On the other hand,
indications inserted at polyphonic sections have been
typographically differentiated. Only in doubtful cases have
comments been given in the Critical Commentary. The auto-
graph copy’s manner of writing double stems and rest signs
for the part that is silent has been replaced by the indications a
2 and I (or II), respectively.

The trumpet parts contain some E-flat tones, which is quite
remarkable as they are otherwise exclusively natural trumpet
parts. The kettledrum, which Lindblad has notated as trans-
posing, is rendered sounding, but without a key signature.

Necessary additions to or changes of the source notation have
been indicated by differentiated typography: slurs/ties, cresc-
endo and diminuendo hairpins have been dashed; rest signs,
staccato dots, accent signs, numbers for triplets etc. and acci-
dentals have been rendered in a smaller type. All other additions
have been put in brackets [ .

Accents and Other Signs of Emphasis

The notation of accents/diminuendo hairpins in the sources is
often difficult to interpret. It is frequently hard to distinguish
any consistent—modern—differentiation of accent signs and
diminuendo. In itself this is probably an instance of the histo-
rical period’s interpretation practice, with an anachronistic “pre-
Romantic” use of hierarchies of emphasis and bell tones. In
the sources there is a great variety of sizes (widths and lengths)
of accent signs and diminuendo hairpins, which it has not been
possible to reproduce exactly in the printed edition. An
elucidative standardization has been necessary, which has led
however to many problems of interpretation; the problem
becomes especially difficult in loud passages when the accent
often most likely should be followed by a diminuendo. Be-
sides conventional signs for accent and diminuendo, for certain
situations a combined sign (=) has been used in this edition
in places where the signs mentioned previously could not give
an adequate picture of how it most likely was intended to be
executed.

Another manifestation of an older practice of notation and
performance is that accents, sf, fp, and f are often used in a
synonymous manner and appear in parallel in different parts
or in parallel passages. Here, the editor has refrained from
standardizing Lindblad’s original indications and has repro-
duced them exactly according to the sources.

This edition is based on source C, the revised score. Even
though Lindblad’s handwriting is legible and flowing, the score
is not without errors. For sections that are common to both
versions, comparisons have been made with sources A and B,
which have been used for supplements. The sources D-G have
not been important in establishing the music text.

It is not clear why the first version has been split between
two scores, individually bound. The bindings are similar, but
the first movement is quite different from movements I[I-1V as
to paper and size. It is conceivable that there existed two copies
of the entire score, which were both broken up. (Source B was
earlier misattributed in the Skma “Series I’ catalogue, where
it was entered under the name of ”Norman?”.)

Source C rested unattributed and uncatalogued in Skma until
the 1980’s(?) when it caught the attention of Anna Lena Holm,
Senior Librarian, and was catalogued. This may have contributed
to the fact that the revised version was unknown long into
modern times and the first version was the one performed at
concerts and on recordings (cf. footnote 25 in the Introduction).
