Alice Tegnérs barnvisor har gjort hennes namn kint, men ocksa skymt att hon
skrev mycket musik av annat slag. I sjilva verket hade hon stora ambitioner
som tonsittare.

Alice Tegner féddes 1864 i Karlshamn. Hon var dotter till den musikintres-
serade sjokaptenen Eduard Sandstrém och hans hustru Sofie. Alices musika-
liska skolning bérjade i unga &r och dgde rum med stéd av fadern. Han tog
ocksa initiativ till att hon vid 13 &rs dlder flyttade med sin dldre syster till
Stockholm for att fortsitta sin skolgang dir. Aren 1880-83 genomgick hon
lirarinneseminariet, men var hela tiden aktiv i musiken, bland annat genom
att ta pianolektioner for Ludvig Norman.

Efter sin lirarexamen arbetade hon ett &r som guvernant i Finland, for att
direfter ta anstillning pd ett bokférlag. Forliggarens svager, juristen Jakob
Tegnér, skulle bli hennes make.

Paret och deras bada séner flyttade ut till den nyanlagda villastaden
Djursholm 1891. De kom att ing i en stor vinkrets, dir Alice Tegnér blev
en central person for musikodlingen. Hon ledde musikaftnar, undervisade i
musik i samskolan, spelade orgel och ledde kér i Djursholms kapell. Samtidigt
byggde hon pé sin musikutbildning genom att ta lektioner i piano f6r Lennart
Lundberg 189394, i komposition och orgelspel {6r Gustaf Higg 1898 och
i kontrapunkt och komposition f6r Johan Lindegren 1901-03 — samtidens
frimsta namn i friga om kvalificerad musikundervisning.

1912 brét familjen upp frén Djursholm och flyttade till Tullinge. Nagra ar
efter makens bortgang 1926 bosatte hon sig i Stockholm, dir hon avled 1943.
Alice Tegnérs minga barnvisor tillkom framfér allc under &ren i Djursholm.
Det giller ocksd mycket av hennes &vriga musikskapande. For skolbruk skrev
hon kérsdnger, f6r bruk i kapellet kérverk for vuxna. Solosénger kompone-
rande hon i stort sett under hela sin tid som aktiv tonsittare. Under studieiren
for Higg och Lindegren tillkom en violinsonat. Nagra pianoverk kompletterar
bilden av en tonsittare som nistan uteslutande komponerade f6r sammanhang
som hon sjilv var involverad i.

Alice Tegnér var en boren melodiskapare, vilket inte bara framgér av barn-
visorna, utan minst lika mycket i hennes 6vriga verk. Hon var kind for sitt
lekfulla och energiska sitt, vilket &terspeglas i hennes musik.

Alice Tegnér may be famous for her children’s songs, but what is lesser-known
is that she wrote many other kinds of music. In fact, she had great ambitions
as a composer.

Alice Tegnér was born in Karlshamn, in southern Sweden, in 1864. She
was the daughter of a sea captain who was interested in music, Eduard Sand-
strém, and his wife Sofie. Alice’s musical education began when she was quite
young and was accomplished with her father’s support. When she was 13 years
old, he encouraged her to move to Stockholm with her older sister to conti-
nue studies there. 188083 she attended the Advanced Teacher Seminary for
Women, but consistently occupied herself with music on the side, such as by
taking piano lessons from Ludvig Norman.

After completing her teaching degree, she worked as a governess in Fin-
land for one year and was thereafter employed at a publishing house. The
publisher’s brother-in-law, lawyer Jakob Tegnér, would become her husband.

In 1891, the pair moved together with their two sons to the newly built
suburban development of Djursholm in Stockholm. They came to be inclu-
ded in a large circle of friends in which Alice Tegnér became a central person
in furthering the cause of music. She led evening concerts, taught music at
the co-educational school, and played the organ and directed the choir at
Djursholm’s Chapel. Simultaneously, she developed her own music education
by taking piano lessons from Lennart Lundberg (1893-94), composition and
organ lessons from Gustaf Higg (1898) and instruction in counterpoint and
composition from Johan Lindegren (1901-03) — the most prominent name in
qualified music education at the time.

In 1912 the family withdrew from Djursholm and moved to Tullinge, south
of Stockholm. In 1920, several years after her husband’s decease, she moved to
the city, where she resided until her death in 1943.

Most of Alice Tegnér’s children’s songs transpired during her years in
Djursholm. This also applied to many of her other creative musical underta-
kings. She wrote choral songs for school use and choral works for adults at
the chapel. She composed solo vocal works virtually during her entire life as
a composer. She completed a violin sonata during her study years with Higg
and Lindegren. Several piano works complete the picture of a composer who
almost exclusively composed for situations in which she herself took part.

Alice Tegnér was a born melodist, which is apparent not only in her
children’s songs, but equally as much in her other works. She was known for
her playful and energetic manner, something that is mirrored in her music.
